Yesterday, The
Honourable Rich Coleman, Minister Responsible for Housing announced $50.9 million
in funding for 292 housing units in 10 communities across the province under the
Aboriginal Housing Initiative. One of the proposals, submitted by M'akola Housing with
the College's input and encouragement and requesting funding to create 25 Aboriginal
housing spaces at Camosun College, was approved as part of this

announcement. Linda Ross, a new Board member and past member of the Camosun
College Foundation Board with tremendous expertise and connections in this regard,
and Colleen Kasting, also a member of the Foundation Board, led a major research
project this past year to identify needs and gaps in Aboriginal housing throughout the
province and off-reserve student housing was deemed one of the areas of critical
need. Linda, past Executive Director of M'akola, and has worked closely with Kevin
Albers, the current Executive Director and her research will have formed some of the
background documentation that would have helped the M'akola proposal get funding
support.
